These are not tests–No one will know who the completed survey belongs to. The answers provided will not be graded, they are based on opinion.
Supplies:  Providing the participants with “special” markers or pencils on the day of the survey may encourage their participation.

· Use a neutral tone when reading the questions aloud.
· After reading the question to the participant, allow them time to answer it.  Repeat if necessary or provide additional definitions.
If the child is not sure how to answer question two please provide the following explanation: 
Do you think about being nice or mean to your friends?

Elementary School, Middle School and High School
)

· Each participant has a different test taking strategy.  Some may prefer to read to themselves, aloud or be read to.  When meeting the individual needs of the participant, they can answer the survey to the best of their ability.
· If there is a term or question the participant is not familiar with, please provide them with the best definition based on the curriculum.  If there are questions around the question/term, provide a uniform definition for each participant.
· After completing the survey, if participants wait at their seats for others to finish, stress may be alleviated by limiting distractive sounds (chairs, feet, whispers etc.).
